O Allaah, send prayers and peace upon Muhammad,

O Allaah, open the doors of Your Mercy for me.

Starting at al-Hajarul-Aswad 1, men only - uncover right shoulder by placing Ihraam underneath right arm-pit.

When beginning each circuit, make a sign with your

right hand towards al-Hajarul-Aswad 2, and recite -

اللَّهُ أَكْبَر
Allaah is the Greatest.

Make seven circuit’s of Ka’bah 3 (for first three circuit’s only,

men only - swiftly walk around the Ka’bah; Then begin fourth circuit, walking at normal pace completely around and finish until seventh circuit). During each circuit, whilst between

ar-Ruknul-Yamaanee 4 and al-Hajarul-Aswad, recite -

{رَبَّنَا آتِنَا فِي الدُّنْيَا حَسَنَةً وَ فِي الآخِرَةِ

Pray Fajr, then, after sunrise, calmly proceed to ‘Arafah.

It is permissible to continue to recite the talbiyah -

لَبَّيْكَ اللَّهُمَّ لَبَّيْك، لَبَّيْكَ لاَ شَرِيْكَ لَكَ لَبَّيْك،

- then proclaim the Oneness of Allaah by reciting -

- and finally, supplicate until the visibility of the

yellow glow of the sun - before sunrise.

Before sunrise, calmly proceed to Minaa 10, reciting the talbiyah -

Stoning
In Minaa, pick stones - seven required 11.

Between the time period of after sunrise until the night,

calmly proceed to Jamaratul-’Aqabah al-Kubraa15  for stoning.

Facing Jamarah, with Makkah to your left and Minaa to your

right, throw each of the seven stones at Jamarah reciting -

اللَّهُ أَكْبَر
Allaah is the Greatest.

- after each throw.

After stoning, remove Ihraam, as all restrictions

are now lifted except sexual intercourse.

If al-Hadee sacrificial ticket has been purchased,

this is a permissible alternative, otherwise,

calmly proceed to slaughter house in Minaa for sacrifice 12.

Sacrifice
Lie animal down on its left side, facing Qiblah. Place your right foot upon its right side. Upon slaughtering, recite -

بِسْمِ اللَّهِ وَ اللَّهُ أَكْبَر

Pick stones - twenty one required per day 11.

Facing first Jamarah, as-Sughraa 13,

with Makkah to your left and Minaa to your right,

throw each of the seven stones at Jamarah reciting -

اللَّهُ أَكْبَر
Allaah is the Greatest.

- after each throw.

After stoning first Jamarah, face Qiblah

(with first Jamarah to your right),

raise hands and supplicate as you wish.

Then, calmly proceed to second Jamarah.

Facing second Jamarah, al-Wustaa 14,

with Makkah to your left and Minaa to your right,

throw each of the seven stones at Jamarah reciting -

اللَّهُ أَكْبَر

After stoning second Jamarah, face Qiblah

(with second Jamarah to your right),

raise hands and supplicate as you wish.

Walking at normal pace, make seven circuit’s of Ka’bah 3.

During each circuit, whilst between ar-Ruknul-Yamaanee 4
and al-Hajarul-Aswad, recite -

Upon completion of Tawaaful-Wadaa’,

you are free to depart to your home.

There is nothing further required of you from the rituals of Hajj.

Upon leaving al-Masjidul-Haraam with the left foot, recite -

اللَّهُمَّ صَلِّ عَلَى مُحَمَّدٍ وَ سَلِّم،

اللَّهُمَّ إِنِّي أَسْأَلُكَ مِنْ فَضْلِك
O Allaah, send prayers and peace upon Muhammad,

O Allaah, verily I ask You from Your Favour.

It is strongly advised to study the respective book “Manaasikul-Hajj wal-‘Umrah” (from which all references are available) before performing the Hajj and ‘Umrah rites.
Abu Hurayrah  reported that the Prophet  said: «From one 'Umrah to the next is an expiation for any sins committed in between, and the reward for an accepted Hajj is nothing less than Paradise». This was reported by Bukhaaree and Muslim.

Footnotes

1
If possible, cling to area between the corner of al-Hajarul-Aswad and the door, placing the chest, face and forearms upon this area.

2
If possible, touch al-Hajarul-Aswad with the right hand and also kiss al-Hajarul-Aswad, then prostrate on it - this is best; if not, then touch it with the right hand then kiss the right hand; if not, simply make a sign towards it with the right hand.

3
There is no specific du’aa during the walk around the Ka’bah, apart from what has been mentioned for between ar-Ruknul-Yamaanee to al-Hajarul-Aswad. You can therefore recite the Qur.aan or any du’aa as you please.

4
If possible, touch ar-Ruknul-Yamaanee each time (but do not kiss it) - this is best; if not, then do not make any sign towards it.

5
From wherever you are residing - hotel, house, etc.

6
Pray two Fard each for Zhuhr, ‘Asr and ‘Ishaa. Maghrib is not shortened, and remains three Fard. ‘Ishaa to be followed by Witr.

7
A place close to ‘Arafah - there is now a Masjid there. If this is not possible, it is permissible to proceed to ‘Arafah.

8
A place closer to ‘Arafah than Namirah. If this is not possible, it is permissible to proceed to ‘Arafah.

9
A mountain in Muzdalifah.

10
Should you pass through valley of Muhassar, then hurry through it.

11
They must not be bigger than a chick-pea (approx. 1cm across).

12
Or any other appropriate place.

13
The one closest to Masjidul-Khayf.

14
The middle one of the three.

15
The one nearest to Makkah.

16
It is permissible to perform Tawaaful-Wadaa’ on 12th day of Dhul-Hijjah (as long as you  leave Minaa before sunset), thus missing the recommended (but not compulsory) third day of stoning.
